In the first study, 46 patients had changes in
body composition, physiologic function, and psycholagical function measured perioperatively and again at
intervals up to 1 year There was an average loss of weight of 3000 grams (maximum at 2 weeks), and the
tissue composition of this weight loss was composed of 1400 grams fat, 600 grams protein, and 1000 grams
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
